Ø Fishing Report - Tautog fishing is closed as of today May 1st.  It was a good bite for those who got out especially 
Bob Cope and Tom Daffin who were on them every trip. Black Drum are starting to show up in the shallower 
Delaware Bay water 3 fish per person at 16” just in time for our upcoming Drum tournament. Black Seabass 
opens May 17th thru June 19 with a 10 fish limit per person @12.5” .  
 

Ø CMMTC Drumfish Tournament – Captain’s Meeting May 12 at 7 pm; all boats must have a representative 
present in person.  Register in advance through the CMMTC Reel Time App.  Fishing is May 12, 8 pm after 
Captains Meeting until 5 pm May 13th.  Photo of Weigh Slips and completed Reel Time catch report submitted 
through CMMTC Reel Time app by 6:30 pm on May 13th.  Awards dinner May 13th at 7:30 pm at CMMTC. 
 

Ø CMMTC Apparel – The club is fully stocked on apparel.  We have burgees, visors, and apparel in stock currently, 
including the Ladies Neon Pink Performance Hoodies along with the Men’s Blue Performance hoodies.  We are 
not doing a website order until Summer of 2023.   
 

Ø School’s Out Tuna Tournament – CMMTC, Jim’s Bait & Tackle, Lobster House and South Jersey Tournaments 
have partnered to bring the Landing its first annual School’s Out Tuna Tournament June 21, 2023, thru June 26, 
2023.  We believe this combined effort will benefit CMMTC, all the businesses on the Landing, and the 
participants. There is a small boat (35’ and under) division, options for one overnight trip of 22 hr fishing, or two-
day fishing trips of 11 hr of fishing.  The rules have been specifically created to let all tuna fisherman regardless 
of boat size, or fishing hour preferences to be able to compete and enter.
